May Top Tips

When the opponents bid and support each other and
you have the jack or queen of their suit, do not count
points for those honors. They are not worth the card-
board they are printed on.

Secondary honors may take tricks on defense,
but seldom do when you are the declarer.

If partner leads a low card in one suit, gets in and
shifts to a low card (showing strength) in another suit,
partner wants a return in the second suit. If partner
shifts to a high card in the second suit, he is asking for
a return in the first suit. Got it?

When you have all the tricks but one and you are play-
ing in a trump contract, play off every single one of
your trump cards before you play your other suits.
Keep the suit you have the loser in until the bitter end.
Make them suffer! Remember, the most you can lose is
the last trick.

MANNERS ARE IMPORTANT Greet your opponents at the beginning of the round and smile! At the end of the round, they are still your friends...
SILENCE IS GOLDEN Conversation stops when you remove your hand from the board.
THINK BEFORE YOU TOUCH Once you have decided on a bid in your mind, then use your hand to choose the bid from the box.

Don’t let your fingers do your thinking!

TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE Once the auction is complete, make your opening lead and table the dummy before you write the contract in your private score.

Remember to lead face down!

WHAT HAPPENS IN THE CURRENT ROUND...STAYS IN THE CURRENT ROUND Once the round is finished, you may then discuss hands from
the current round. Refrain from discussion between hands. Hands from previous rounds should never be discussed in front of the new opponents.
